TO:

BRIAN FISCHER, Superintendent of Sing Sing Correctional Facility, Ossining, New York, or his Assistant; and the DEPARTMENT OF CORRECTIONAL SERVICES of the State of New York; and

MARTIN J. BURKE, United States Marshal for the Southern District of New York, United States Courthouse, New York, New York, or his Assistant; and

GREGORY PARKS, Warden of the Metropolitan Correctional Center, New York, New York, or his Assistant.

GREETINGS:

We command that SUPERINTENDENT BRIAN FISCHER have the body of KENNETH PARKER, # 99-A-1535, presently detained in Sing Sing Correctional Facility in the custody of the Department of Correctional Services, to be brought under safe and secure custody to the Metropolitan Correctional Center, 150 Park Row, New York, New York on September 10, 2001, and placed into the temporary custody of GREGORY PARKS until the within Writ has been marked satisfied by the Court; and that Warden GREGORY PARKS shall provide such suitable quarters and provide for the safekeeping, care and subsistence of KENNETH PARKER as is necessary until the Writ has been satisfied, and that the UNITED STATES MARSHAL shall, pursuant to 18 U.S.C. §3161(d), transport KENNETH PARKER from the Metropolitan Correctional Center to Courtroom 23(A) of the United States Courthouse, 500 Pearl Street, New York, New York, on September 10, 2001 by 9:00 a.m., and each succeeding day to attend the trial, and shall return KENNETH PARKER to the Metropolitan Correctional Center at any luncheon or other extended recess and at the conclusion of the proceedings each day; and, thereafter, upon satisfaction of the Writ by the Court, that WARDEN PARKS shall return KENNETH PARKER under safe and secure custody to Sing Sing Correctional Facility, Ossining, New York; and that the DEPARTMENT OF CORRECTIONAL SERVICES OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, THE UNITED STATES MARSHAL, AND THE UNITED STATES BUREAU OF PRISONS shall each bear their respective costs of the implementation of the terms of this Writ. It is further

ORDERED, that the UNITED STATES MARSHALL shall provide all necessary security for the custody of KENNETH PARKER for as long as KENNETH PARKER is in the temporary custody of the Court.
